If a good Samaritan hadn't grabbed him in the park across the street, my dog might not be
alive today. | suggest either investing in making the first gate a spring loaded, self-latching exterior gate (so that even
when careless people enter the park, it still shuts), or installing a new, long gate across the path by the porta-potty, to
total three gates, all a good distance away from each other to discourage leaving them open. Also there could be mores
signs posted to advise shutting the gates, to remind people who seem to forget.

| fully support the city's development of dog parks. However, there need to be many of these or else the existing parks
end up with too many dogs at one time, which is often a disaster. People with younger dogs often take dogs for the
necessary socialization, which is a laudable goal, but they are often learning about dog behavior and let their dog's loose
before they (the dog and the human) are ready to handle the freedom. | think a small, designated area for younger dogs
and dogs new to the owner (ie. new adoptions or rescues) might be a better use of space than the one for smaller dogs
so that the pups and juveniles can romp and play and new owners can stay more engaged with, and attentive to, their
dog in a smaller area.

| have yet to hear any rationale for the desire to have a centrally located dog park. The PAC has repeated stated a need,
but have not provided any data to back this up. We already have two dog parks appropriately located away from
residential areas. A centrally located dog park would only be walkable for a small number of residents, the rest would
have to drive and would take up the already scare parking within the city. My view is simple. If you own a dog (like me),
then it is your responsibility to walk it on a regular basis (as | do).

I've personally run into
numerous off leash dogs in Ann Arbor parks. Some have been friendly and others more aggressive, but it is difficult for
my dog to gauge when they run to greet. | know many people use classes and those facilities, but trainers often
encourage ongoing work between classes. Maybe small fenced in areas or off leash hours would be helpful.

Dogs must be on leashes when in public space -- sidewalks, parks. Off-leash areas must be fully & permanently fenced-
in. Wurster Park is too small to have a permanent fenced-in dog area. Seems to me that a dog park that is too small will
result in conflict between dogs (and owners). The best location for a dedicated dog park is where there is enough space
to buffer it from other activities. Seems to me that the main desire behind dog parks is to provide off-leash venues -- a
bad mix with children's play areas, naturalized habitat areas, general park open space. | don't think that it is a "right" for
dog owners to have a dedicated off-leash dog park within walking distance.

It is too near to the homes on both sides and the park is used for
other activities and dogs would conflict with those activities for children and adults. The shape and length of the park
would make out of control dogs difficult to control.

| am concerned about proposals for a dog park in Wurster - given the use children make of the space (playground and
sledding) and its hilltop location (views of the city etc). It strikes me as too 'narrow' and ill-configured to support a dog
space that's both adequate and non-intrusive.

We come from Portland Oregon where dogs are allowed in
many places (sidewalk cafes, parks, riverfront) as long as they are well behaved. Why can't Ann Arbor look into this
possibility?

| wish there were parks that | could safely go for a walk with my dogs without racing bicycles scaring us to death. One of
my dogs is deaf, and it takes a minute to arrange them to the side of a path for a passing bicyclist........ but there is no
warning, and | end up yanking my dogs, alarming them and maybe hurting them just so we're not hit by the bicycles.
Isn't there any park where bicycle racing isn't allowed?? It turns a peaceful, bird-watching walk into a nerve-wracking
time.

Two ideas: (1) Take a page from the MDOT "dog runs" at rest areas. Dog parks need not be elaborate to be well-used;
(2) Rotate fenced in "dog runs" in different parks in different years. It is not hard to put up chain-link fence and a
trashcan. Permanent dog parks generate NIMBY response, but rotating dog parks share the benefits and burdens more
equally.

On any given day,
there are two or three dogs roaming around. Often peacefully and playfully... until some poor law abiding dog walker
comes through with their dog on a leash, and the off leash dogs freak out. | have been in the middle of that too many
times. Many stories, and | will spare you of most, but the funniest was probably the time when | saw a woman's off leash
dog take a dump in the park while she was away. When I told her what had happened, and asked her if she was going to
pick it up, she asked me if | would help her find it! The scariest was when my husband and | had to hold our child
between us, stuck in the middle of bird hills until the owner of three off leash pit bull type dogs came and took them away.
| honestly don't think dog parks will work as mixed use. Dogs might get out of the fenced area and most assuredly will be
"let out" of the car or off the leash before they are in the contained area, because, you know, "he is really a friendly dog!"
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If this is going to work at all, it has to be away from joggers, hikers, kids, sports. Don't know if you have considered this
aspect, but | think it's a big negative for residential property value and it's going to meet vocal resistance from just about
any neighborhood.
