PROPOSED CITY PLANNING COMMISSION MOTION

The Ann Arbor City Planning Commission hereby recommends that the
Mayor and City Council approve the Birchmeier Annexation and R1A (Single-
Family Dwelling District) Zoning.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that this petition be approved because the property is within the City’s water
and sewer service area and the R1A zoning is consistent with the zoning in the vicinity, the
surrounding land uses and the West Area Plan.

LOCATION

This site is located on the east side of Newport Road, north of the southern end of Downup
(West Area), and is in the Huron River Watershed.

DESCRIPTION OF PETITION

The petitioner requests annexation of their parcel from Ann Arbor Township and R1A zoning
designation. The existing dwelling at 2024 Newport Road is already connected to City utilities.

HISTORY AND PLANNING BACKGROUND

This Ann Arbor Township parcel is at the southern end of a row of Ann Arbor Township parcels.
All of the parcels to the east and south, and most of those to the west are in the City. The
current West Area Plan recommends single-family and two-family residential use for this site.

SERVICE UNIT COMMENTS

Systems Planning — There are City utilities available to serve this parcel, including a 16-inch
water main, and an 8-inch sanitary sewer in Newport Road. This parcel has previously
connected to the above-mentioned utilities and entered into an outside City service agreement
with the City to secure payment of the water main improvement charges under the former,
historical methodology. The improvement charges for this property have been paid.

The outside City service agreement includes a requirement that the property annex to the City
by December 31, 2007. The property owner has filed this petition at this time to meet this
obligation.
