ANN ARBOR CITY COUNCIL REGULAR SESSION - OCTOBER 16, 1995

The regular session of the Ann Arbor City Council was called to order at 7:38 p.m., in the
City Hall Council Chamber, by Mayor Ingrid B. Sheldon.

Council stood for a moment of silence.

Mayor Sheldon led the Pledge of Allegiance.

INTRODUCTIONS

GOl DEN TROWEL AWARDS

Mayor Sheldon joined Chairperson Anne Heise, member Patty Creal and Superintendent
Ron Olson in presenting the Park Advisory Commission's Annual Golden Trowel
Beautification awards. The awards were presented to commercial organizations and
individuals for outstanding efforts in beautifying Ann Arbor with plantings.

AWARD PRESENTATION TO | ESIIE SCIENCE CENTER

Nancy Shiffler, chair of the Mackinac Chapter of Sierra Club (state organization), and
Michael Sklar, co-chair of the Huron Valley Group (local organization) presented the Sierra
Club's (Mackinac Chapter) prestigious Cougar Award to the Leslie Science Center. Leslie
Science Center was recognized for its outstanding efforts in working with children of all
ages, and for its environmental science programs which emphasize hands-on learning.

PUBLIC COMMENTARY - RESERVED TIME

ANDY GULVEZAN - SONG AND EXPOSE
Andy Gulvezan, 2104 Pauline Blvd., sang "God Bless America" and discussed subjects of
concern to him.

EZRA ROWRY - CITY BUSINESS

Ezra Rowry, 818 Pomona, questioned the loss of City jobs through privatization and
attrition and questioned the City's position on affirmative action. He discussed the O. J.
Simpson trial and the subsequent non-guilty verdict reached by a predominantly African-
American jury, and the "Million Man March" in Washington this date by African-American
men who wished to affirm unity. He compared the negative reaction of white Americans to
these events with their reaction to the conviction of a local African-American man by a
predominately white jury.

NANNETTE KWIATEK - ANN ARBOR POLICE DEPARTMENT
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Nannette Kwiatek, 1415 Argyle Crescent, a coordinator of the Ann Arbor Public Schools
program called "HOSS" (Help One Student to Succeed) at Pattengill Elementary School,
commended the Police Department, Police Chief Ent and his wife, and 15 police officers
who gave their time to work with students on a weekly basis. She said that officers treated
her with respect and were instrumental in launching the program.

TOM WIEDER - MAYOR'S MEMO REGARDING CITY ATTORNEY

Tom Wieder, 1200 Linwood, expressed disapproval of a memo distributed by Mayor
Sheldon requesting anonymous comments from City staff on the candidacy of Acting City
Attorney John Van Loon for the permanent position of City Attorney. He said that the
memo was cowardly because it implied that the Human Resources director and Council
requested this action, and because it requested anonymous comments.

NICK MADELINE - VENDOR - FOOTBALL SATURDAYS

Nick Madeline, 2691 Coolidge Highway, said that as a Football Saturdays' vendor, both
inside and outside of the stadium, he received notification from the Police Department that
changes were to be made to required zoning compliance permits. He was concerned that
notification was received less than a week prior to the next game. Because money,
contracts and employment of people were at stake, timely notification of the changes was
requested if they were substantial.

MATT SCHEMBECHLER - FOOTBALIL SATURDAY VENDING
Matt Schembechler, 1230 N. Main Street, said that he manufactures as well as vends
products for the U of M games. He believed that the required zoning permits were proper,
but that a communication gap existed between peddlers, University and City. Full royalties
were paid to the U of M and everything was done within the law. He requested
consideration of a permanent variance on the peddling permits.

KEVIN KROLICH - PERMANENT VARIANCE ZONING COMPLIANCE

Kevin Krolich, 3614 W. Liberty Street, who works with Matt Schembechler, said that they
were approached by police regarding vending at the U of M football games, and that there
was some confusion between the City and the University. He said that a permanent
variance on peddling permits would clear up the confusion.

MARCENE ROOT - HUMAN RIGHTS ORDINANCE

Marcene Root, 1015 Bath, Human Rights Commissioner, said that the Human Rights
Commission strongly recommended proposed amendments to the Human Rights
Ordinance to prohibit discrimination on the basis of educational status, source of income
and sexual orientation, to increase fines for violation of the ordinance to a daily levy, and to
allow for injunctive relief and private action.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

ARBOR HILLS PHASES [I AND lll PRELIMINARY PHASE PUD

A public hearing was conducted on the proposed Amendment to Chapter 55, the rezoning
of 44.48 acres from Preliminary Phase PUD (Planned Unit Development) to Final Phase
PUD, Arbor Hills Phases Il and lll, north side of Green Road, north of Burbank Drive.
(Ordinance No. 38-95) (This public hearing was recessed July 3, July 17, August 21 and
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September 18, 1995.)
The following persons spoke at this public hearing:

Wendy Carmen, 2340 Georgetown, said that development of the Arbor Hills property could
have affected the watershed due to the existence of so many wetlands. The original plan
did not meet the requirements of the PUD and a lot of time and commitment was required
to bring it into compliance. The final product, under consideration this date, met with the
approval of both the developers and the residents. She requested that the management
plan be incorporated into the approval of the ordinance.

Mary Borkowski, representing Atwell Hicks, thanked those who participated in bringing the
plan to this point. She said that the management plan is a part of the ordinance, as was
requested by the previous speaker. The plan has more open space than any other project
in the City, the number of lots was reduced since approval of the area plan, and the lot
setbacks were smaller.

Ann Attarian, 3490 Gettysburg, spoke in favor of the plan as it was changed because it
preserves the wetland and woods located on the land. She expressed appreciation for all
of those who helped in bringing the plan to completion.

Warren Attarian, 3490 Gettysburg, speaking on behalf of the Homeowners Association,
said that development of this site was always supported, but with wetlands and woodlands
preservation. It was worth the time that it took to develop the plan to comply with the intent
of the PUD to preserve the wetland and woodland on this site. As a result, lots were
removed from the preserve so that homeowners could enjoy the full use of their property.
In addition, proper stormwater and water run-off systems were installed. He said that the
wetland management plan that was developed wwould be a good model for future PUD
projects.

Barbara Bach, 2061 Day Street, said that a lot of knowledge was gained by participating in
this project. She said that better solutions could be achieved between developer and
citizens when a knowledgeable group works together. If Council had not become involved
by appointing mediators, the natural features on this site would have eventually been
destroyed.

Christopher Graham, 725 Peninsula Court, thanked all those who helped in the process to
bring this plan to a conclusion. He said that the process pointed up the need for

further revisions to Chapter 57. In addition, the Woodlands and Wetlands Management
Plan would be a useful tool, if implemented by the association.

There being no further speakers, the Mayor declared the hearing closed.

SAVARINO ZONING

A public hearing was conducted on the proposed amendment to Chapter 55, the rezoning
of 1.0 acre from TWP (Township District) to R1A (Single-Family Dwelling District), Savarino
property, north side of Golfview Lane, east of South Main Street. (Ordinance No. 48-95)
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There being no one to speak at this public hearing, the Mayor declared the hearing closed.

SCHICK ZONING

A public hearing was conducted on the proposed amendment to Chapter 55, the rezoning
of 0.79 acre from TWP (Township District) to R1A (Single-Family Dwelling District), Schick
Property, 84 Valhalla. (Ordinance No. 48-95)

There being no one to speak at this public hearing, the Mayor declared the hearing closed.

1320 HURON PI ACE AREA PL AN AND | AND DIVISION
A public hearing was conducted on the proposed 1320 Huron Place Area Plan and Land
Division, 1.14 acres, 1320 West Huron Street.

The following persons spoke at this public hearing:

Michael Staiti, 921 Bath Street, one of the developers of this project, said that all concerns
regarding the property were met. However there was one remaining issue of the garage in
the front and the open space setback. The garage would either have to be moved to
another location on the property, or removed. The neighbors had asked for a written
response to this matter.

Mark Rogers, 3990 Ridgemaar Square, asked that action be postponed because of the
technical issues that were raised by the Council, and pending further review by the City
Attorney.

There being no further speakers, the Mayor declared the hearing closed.

MILLER/MAPLE/NEWPORT TRAFEIC AND CIRCULATION STUDY
A public hearing was conducted on the Miller/Maple/Newport Traffic and Circulation Study.

The following persons spoke at this public hearing:

Archie Brown, 2170 Overlook, president of the Newport West Condominium Association,
asked that Council consider incorporation of pedestrian and bicycle paths, acceleration and
deceleration lanes, and the addition of a traffic light at the intersection of Miller and
Newport Roads.

There being no further speakers, the Mayor declared the hearing closed.

RESOLUTION HONORING GUY | ARCOM
A public hearing was conducted on the Resolution Regarding Guy Larcom.

The following persons spoke at this public hearing:

William Bach, former chief executive of the Chamber of Commerce, described the
accomplishments of Guy Larcom during his term as City Administrator for the City of Ann
Arbor. These included the designation of Ann Arbor as an All-American City, the
construction of Huron Parkway to connect the north side to the south side of town, and the
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Main Street promenade made possible through establishment of the Downtown
Development Authority.

Dave Pollock, 2446 Dorchester Road, expressed his strong support for the Resolution
Honoring Guy Larcom. During Guy Larcom's term as City Administrator, administrators of
the public schools, the University, the County and the Chamber of Commerce would meet
in open, no-holds barred discussions, where no minutes were kept, in order to discuss and
consider solutions to all manner of local problems.

Bob Kirschbaum, said that Guy Larcom is a very effective man of great integrity, and a
wonderful community leader who led very quietly from behind the scenes. To honor him
with the renaming of the City Hall to the Guy Larcom Building would be a wonderful thing.

Dick Stoll, 2121 Hall Street, said that he was a Councilmember under the Administration of
Guy Larcom and worked with him on the Ann Arbor 2000 Plan and the establishment of
the Downtown Development Authority. The City was still reaping the benefits of the
establishment of the DDA.

Arthur Gallagher, 2420 Londonderry, favored approval of the resolution. He said that when
the Charter Commission opted for a City Administrator instead of a City Manager, it was a
mistake. However, Mr. Larcom adapted professionally and got along equally well with the
Democratic and Republican mayors elected during his tenure, and dealt effectively with the
major issues of the time.

Eunice Burns, a past member of the City Council under Guy Larcom's leadership, cited the
many accomplishments during the time of his administration.

Nelson Meade, 2484 Pinecrest, said that he served on City Council in the last two years of
Guy Larcom's term as the City Administrator. He said that at the end of his term as a
Councilmember, Guy Larcom announced his plans for retirement and recommended the
appointment of his successor, Sy Murray, who also served the City for many years as its
first and only black administrator, appointed by the Council under the term of Mayor
Stephenson.

There being no further speakers, the Mayor declared the hearing closed.

BULK | EFAF FEFE FOR THE COMPOST CENTER
A public hearing was conducted on the Bulk Leaf Fee for the Compost Center.

RESOLUTION HONORING GUY LARCOM

Whereas, Guy C. Larcom, Jr. served as Ann Arbor City Administrator for seventeen
years from 1956 to 1973, as the first administrator under the new City Charter adopted in
1956; and

Whereas, The period of Guy Larcom's tenure as City Administrator was one of
tremendous city growth in both population and area with a doubling of population from
48,251 in 1950 to 100,035 in 1970 and an increase in area from 7.3 square miles to 23.3
square miles in the same period; and

Whereas, This almost explosive city growth demanded an equally tremendous
response in municipal planning and development of infrastructure and services including
major annexations, new water treatment and sewage treatment plants, roadway
development, new fire stations, and parks and recreational facilities, among others; and

Whereas, Local business and industry and other local institutions including the
University of Michigan and the Ann Arbor Public Schools were also experiencing similar
growth, and Guy Larcom was instrumental in developing successful university-city-
business-school district collaboration on many aspects of development; and

Whereas, All of this growth and change occurred within the context of a vibrant
partisan political system with many initiatives developing out of the clash of political
philosophies and under a City Charter which clearly assigns decision making to elected
officials. Guy Larcom worked in a respectful, supportive way with elected officials
regardless of their ideologies, politics, or personal idiosyncracies. Implementing a new
Charter which was a major overhaul of the government structure established by the 1889
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Charter, Guy Larcom had a profound impact on the development and political culture of the
city government of Ann Arbor; and

Whereas, Following his retirement as City Administrator Guy Larcom chose to
remain in Ann Arbor and to continue an active participation in community life including
serving for five years as Executive Director of Ann Arbor Tomorrow concerned with the
revitalization of the central business district, service on the Mayor's Blue Ribbon Committee
on City Hall Space Needs, the Ann Arbor 2000 Task Force on Intergovernmental
Relations, and as Vice President of the Ann Arbor Shelter Association; and

Whereas, Since it has been more than twenty years since Guy Larcom's retirement
it seems altogether fitting to recognize his tremendous service to the community and
appropriate to name one of the many landmarks that were constructed during his tenure in
his honor

RESOLVED, That Ann Arbor's city hall building will henceforth be known as the
"Guy C. Larcom, Jr. Municipal Building."

Councilmember Kolb moved that the resolution be approved.
On a voice vote, the Mayor declared the motion carried unanimously.

With the unanimous consent of the Council, Guy Larcom addressed the Council and
thanked them for bestowing this honor.

($360,000)

WHEREAS, a Municipal Purchase Obligation Agreement (the "Agreement")
between the City of Ann Arbor (the "City"), Viron Energy Services, York International
("Viron™) (Viron hereinafter referred to as the "Vendor") and Society Bank, Michigan (the

"Bank") for the purchase, delivery and installation of energy conservation equipment, as set
forth in the Agreement (the Equipment”) has been prepared; and

WHEREAS, The purchase and installation price of the Equipment is $360,000 (the
"Purchase Price"); and

WHEREAS, Pursuant to the Agreement, the City will pay the Purchase Price in ten
(10) semi-annual installments, as will be specified in the Agreement with interest payable
thereon at a rate equal to 5.00% per annum; and

WHEREAS, The Agreement is to be assigned to the Bank; and

WHEREAS, It is necessary to approve the Agreement and authorize the City's
Mayor and Clerk to execute the Agreement and/or certain other documentation relative
thereto;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1. The Agreement is hereby approved substantially in the form on file with the
City Clerk. The City shall incur the debt described in the Agreement through execution of
the Agreement by the officers authorized below which debt shall consist of the Purchase
Price of $360,000, which Purchase Price shall be payable in ten (10) semi-annual
installments with interest thereon at a rate of 5.00% per annum. The installments of
interest shall be payable semi-annually as set forth in the Agreement.

2. The Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute the
Agreement and deliver it to the Vendor, substantially in the form on file with the City Clerk
with such additions, changes and modifications as shall be approved by the City's Bond
Counsel.

3. The useful life of the Equipment is hereby determined to be not less than ten

5. The assignment of the Agreement by the Vendor to the Bank is hereby
approved.

6. The City hereby agrees to include in its budget for each year commencing
with current fiscal year, a sum which will be sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on
the Agreement coming due before the next fiscal year. In addition, the City hereby pledges
to levy ad valorem taxes on all taxable property in the City each year in an amount
necessary to make its debt service payments under the Agreement, subject to applicable
constitutional, statutory and charter tax rate limitations.

7. The City hereby designates its obligations under the Agreement as "qualified
tax-exempt obligations" for purposes of deduction on interest expense by financial
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institutions.
