Several speakers were present to discuss Project Grow:
Melissa Kestarson spoke in support of Project Grow.
Erica Kempter spoke in supports Project Grow.

Sue Perry expressed opposition to a garden site in Virginia Park stating that she resides across the
street from Virginia Park and feels this Park is currently heavily used for other purposes.

Lynn Borset spoke on this issue.

Gretchen Hahn spoke on this issue and felt other parks were not considered as possible sites for a
Project Grow garden.

Marilee Woodworth spoke on this issue and expressed opposition.

Mike Levrine spoke on this issue and expressed support.

Margaret Erickson spoke on this issue and expressed support.

A. Kuras stated that a number of parks have been considered as possible sites for a Project Grow
garden. City staff has worked with Project Grow to review the park sites for suitability for gardens.
Virginia Park provides the on-site amenities that are required to establish a garden. Project Grow

has maintained a garden site in the vicinity of Virginia Park and the garden has been popular with
neighbors.



T. Berla inquired about when Project Grow will need a decision on a garden site to have a garden
established for Summer 2007.

S. Kunselman offered an alternative resolution and expressed the importance of this resolution
and requested that Commissioners vote to recommend the resolution.

RESOLUTION RECOMMENDING THE CITY OF ANN ARBOR REDUCE ADMISSION FEES AT
CITY ICE RINKS FOR CHILDREN 17 & UNDER FOR THE REMAINDER OF THE 2006/07 ICE
SKATING SEASON

Whereas, the City of Ann Arbor is mandated by the City Charter to provide for the parks and
recreational needs of its citizens, and

Whereas, the City in years past provided free ice skating rinks at it's city parks such as West Park,
Allmendinger Park, Burns Park, Northside, Scheffler Park, Wheeler Park, and Hunt Park; and

Whereas, due to climatic and budgetary conditions, the City only provides ice skating opportunities

for its residents today at Veterans Park and Buhr Park for which admission fees are charged that
mimic privately operated ice skating facility admission fees; and
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Whereas, City staff has identified over $200,000 in un-obligated funds in the FY06-07 Parks budget;
and

Whereas, the Parks Advisory Commission, at the January 17, 2006 meeting discussed the concern
that admission fees were too high and resulting in lower participation rates at City recreational
facilities and resolved to recommend to City Council that admission fees be reduced; and

Whereas, the over $200,000 in un-obligated funds identified by staff are available immediately to
reduce the admission fees to the City ice rinks at Veterans Park and Buhr Park by $2.00 per child
17 & under that reside in Ann Arbor;

Now, therefore, be it resolved on this day, February 20, 2007 that the City of Ann Arbor Parks
Advisory Commission recommends to the City Council of Ann Arbor to reduce the admission fees to
the City ice rinks at Veterans Park and Buhr Park by $2.00 per child 17 & under that reside in Ann
Arbor effective immediately and for the duration of the remaining 2006/07 ice skating season.

S. Offen asked if the third “Whereas” regarding the climatic conditions could be due to the colder
weather.

S. Kunselman stated the reasons could be due to financial reasons rather than climate.

B. Macomber stated the identified $200,000.00 (stated in the fourth “Whereas”) un-obligated funds
should be explained by Tom Crawford and/or Damon Thompson.

L. Berauer asked for an explanation of the differences between un-obligated and available funds.
She also stated that she was uncomfortable making a recommendation to single out one particular
park activity or service for fee adjustments.

C. Smith reported that for the current year there are 672 children who are participating in the
scholarship program.

T. Berla and C. Rising reviewed the PAC's fee discussion for the 2006-2007 season.
G. Nystuen moved to strike the fifth “Whereas”, supported by T. Berla.
On a voice vote — Motion Passed — Unanimous

T. Berla explained he is not comfortable passing a Resolution without staff providing a report for
fees changes.

C. Smith indicated that the March PAC meeting would include a Work Session for the 2007/2008
and 2008/2009 budget recommendations. The work session will include fee data.

D. Barrett suggested more advertisement to promote additional participation.

L. Berauer stated the Commission would vote on recommending this resolution by voice vote.

SUBJECT: Resolution to Recommend Changes to Various Fees for Parks and
Recreation Services

Attached for your consideration and approval is a resolution recommending park and
recreation fee adjustments for FY 2007/2008 and FY 2008/2009. Service Units are
requested to review license and fee revenues annually to determine if fees for the services
rendered are appropriate. Fees for FY 2006/2007 and FY 2008/2009 were approved
February 21, 2006.

Parks and Recreation Services is proposing to revise various fees for park shelter
rentals; swimming pool daily admissions; Cobblestone Farm rental; canoe livery
meeting room rentals, boat rentals, bicycle rentals, and trips; Senior Center newsletter
subscriptions; and golf course championships, instruction and season passes. Market
conditions and fees for similar services that are provided by other agencies in the Ann
Arbor area indicate that the proposed fee increases are competitive in the local market. A
summary of approved and revised fees is attached.

Park Shelter Rentals

In response to reduced staffing levels, the City of Ann Arbor’s approved park shelter rental
fees for FY 2006/2007 offer reservations exclusively in full-day time blocks to reduce the
need for shelter cleaning. In prior years, park shelter reservations were offered with the
options of full-day and half-day time blocks. Staff consistently receives requests for half-
day rentals. The number of park shelter reservations has decreased as of March FY 2007
as compared with March FY 2006. The revised fee structure offers the options of both full-
day and half-day rentals on weekends and holidays during the summer months when park
shelters are in highest demand.

Daily Admission Fees for Recreational Swimming

Daily admissions for recreational swimming will be offered at a single rate for adults and a
single rate for youth and seniors. Non-resident fees will be eliminated for recreational
swimming. Consistency in enforcement of the non-resident/resident status has been a
concern. For security reasons, when attending the pool to participate in recreational swim
sessions, patrons seldom carry, and staff discourages patrons from bringing personal
identification documentation to verify residency. Inthe absence of proof of residency, staff
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is not able to accurately assess appropriate resident or non-resident fees.
Cobblestone Farm Rental Fees

The proposed fee structure for rental of the Cobblestone Farm facility implements
differential fees based on season of the year and day of the week. The facility is reserved
for summer weekends and holidays as much as 10-months in advance. The fees include a
new holiday rate. The holiday rental rate is higher than other rental rates as a result of
increased event staffing needs and extended hours of service. The facility is available for
reservation week days and non-summer months at lower fee to encourage reservations
during non-peak times.

Gallup Park and Argo Park Canoe Liveries

River trips, boat rentals and bicycle rentals will be offered at a single rate for adults and a
single rate for youth and seniors. Non-resident fees will be eliminated for trips and rentals.
Consistency in enforcement of the non-resident/resident status has been a concern. For
security reasons, when going to the livery to purchase river trips or to rent boats or
bicycles, patrons seldom carry, and staff discourage patrons from bringing personal
identification documentation to verify residency. Inthe absence of proof of residency, staff
is not able to accurately assess appropriate resident or non-resident fees. The Gallup Park
Meeting room rental fees will increase 7%-12%.

Senior Center Newsletter Subscriptions

The Senior Center will add a new fee for subscription to the Senior Center's monthly
newsletter. The fee is comparable with newsletter fees at other senior centers and the fee
is sufficient to cover the costs of publication.

Golf Course Championships, Instruction and Season Passes

Registration fees for championship events will increase between 5.6% and 6.3%. A
comparison of registration fees for championship events that are hosted at other golf
courses in Michigan indicates that fees for events at Leslie Park Golf Course are less than
fees for participation at other courses. Championship participation continues at capacity for
the men’s events. The fee increases are consistent with periodic fee adjustments to
address increased costs of operations. Registration fees for golf instruction at Huron Hills
Golf Course continues to be a very good value as compared with instruction that is offered
at other facilities in Ann Arbor.  Seven-day season pass fees for adults increase by
approximately 3% and youth and Senior weekday pass fees increase 6%.

Whereas, Parks and Recreation Fees for FY 2006/2007 were approved on February 21,
2006;

Whereas, Parks & Recreation Services has reviewed park shelter rentals; swimming
pool daily admissions; Cobblestone Farm rentals; canoe livery boat rentals, bicycle
rentals, meeting room rentals, and trips; Senior Center newsletter subscriptions; and
golf course championships, instruction and season passes;

Whereas, Approved fees were found to be low considering benchmark data, or difficult o
administer with fairness and consistency; and

Whereas, the staff recommend approval of these revised fees for FY 2007/2008 and FY
2008/2009;

RESOLVED, To recommend that fees in Parks & Recreation Services be adjusted
according to the attached schedule and become effective as noted herein.
