DIRECTIONS

blue building, one mile past the entrance.

(State Street). Turn left at the third signal
(Ellsworth Road). Travel two miles to signal
at Platt Road and turn right. Enter Wheeler
Service Center on right and follow paved
road one mile to the MRF.

From US-23: Exit westbound US-12
(Michigan Avenue) toward Saline. Turn right
at the Platt Road signal. Travel two miles.
Enter Wheeler Service Center on left and
follow paved road one mile o the MRF.
