


What we learned:
Through extensive study including pressure monitoring, in depth analysis of automatic

meter reading (AMR) data and hydraulic modeling, we learned the following:

= The water system capacity is sufficient to meet customer needs
now and in the future (2035).

= The need for infrastructure renewal is increasing in importance
as pipes reach their expected life.

= The citywide capital projects plan should incorporate selected
high priority projects to address aging infrastructure proactively.

= Automated Meter Reading (AMR) data provides accurate
customer demands and water use patterns that significantly
improve hydraulic modeling of the distribution system.

= Most of the customers can be supplied with well water
during an emergency provided water usage is reduced.

What are the high priority, recommended capital projects?
1. Provide a new elevated storage tank on the west side to improve pressure control

and protection from main breaks.
2. Enhance fire flow in a few areas.

What are the infrastructure replacement needs?
1. Replace key valves that are inoperable and needed to enhance maintenance

operations.

2. Perform fire flow testing of selected hydrants to aid in prioritization of water
infrastructure replacement projects. Perform water main integrity testing with
sewer projects and road construction. Combine asset replacement activities
when appropriate.

3. Replace aging infrastructure at a sustainable rate to prevent unplanned and
expensive crisis replacements.

{ $1,490,000 in capital projects was identified for

potential implementation over the next five years.

! should invest $7.5M annually in infrastructure upgrades.

What will be the impact on customer rates?
To support the recommended capital projects, a 0.2% rate
increase in 2015 would be required.
