How can | upload my own photos on the A2H20 global Web map?

Go to www.panoramio.com and click on “Upload your photos.”

Sign in with your existing account or create a new free account by selecting “Create account now.”
Select a photo from your computer to upload.
Fill in title and comment field as desired.
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Important: In Tag field, you must type “A2H20” for your photo to show up in the worldwide A2H20 map. (Please

note the “O” in A2H20 is the letter O, not the number zero.)

6. Click “Map this photo” and search for the location in the world the photo was taken. Drop the red pointer in the
appropriate location. Click “Save position.”

7. Click “Save.”

8. Important note: It will take a few days for your picture to be displayed in the map. Panoramio reviews photos
before posting them.
