Overview

Discussion
1. Traffic Calming: Please consider Manchester Road from Dorchester to Colony in your project. There is a
school crosswalk at Manchester and Dorchester that has poor visibility when traveling north on
Manchester.
a. (Post-Meeting Notes) The Traffic Calming Program requires the project Petitioner define the Project
Area and the Traffic Calming Team is not able to adjust the limits of the project without the
Petitioner collecting the required signatures as defined in Step 1 of the Traffic Calming Guidebook.
As this area is adjacent to an Ann Arbor Public School, they have been contacted regarding this
crosswalk and have stated they will work with the Allen Principal and regroup the Safe Routes to
School Committee to look at creating a safer crosswalk.
