* The basketball court in Scheffler Park will be built as regulation size for
Junior High School basketball (74 long by 42" wide)

* The basketball court will be constructed with asphalt surfacing with color

coating and striping approved by the City of Ann Arbor Parks
Department.

 Fencing is desired between the proposed basketball court and an
existing street or parking lot.
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Preferred Option - Existing Roller Hockey
Court

Will fit on the footprint of the existing Hockey Court and not involve much

expansion of the pavement area from what is already there. It is also slightly
higher and well drained.

Fencing would be included between the basketball court and Edgewood Drive.
The east-west orientation of the court is less desirable due to the potential of
mMorning or late afternoon sun being in the eyes of the shooting player, however
the existing trees in this area should lessen the suns impact.

If coating were not added, the court could accommodate both basketball and
roller hockey.
